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BACKGROUND

CADRG users require up-to-date CADRG TLM data.  When NGA produced a new TLM, users did not receive the CADRG for that TLM for several months, or even longer in many circumstances.  The new data was not be available until a new CADRG CD-ROM edition for that country or region was released.  It is impractical for NGA to produce a new CADRG edition every time a new TLM was printed.  

TLM UPDATE DISK (TUD) - CDRGXTLMUPDATE

This CADRG title was created to solve the CADRG TLM synchronization problem.  The TUD simply contains new versions of CADRG TLM frame files that are not yet available on a standard CADRG title stocked at DLA.  It can be used just like any other CADRG CD-ROM.  If the user has the most current CADRG from DLA along with the TUD, they will have all available TLM CADRG data.  We have linked up CADRG production with the digital printing process and are producing CADRG at the same time the map is printing.  Now, with the TLM Update Disk, users will have access to this new CADRG data.  The TUD will also contain new CADRG production from NGA library holdings that have not yet been released on a DLA stocked CADRG title.  

TLM UPDATE DISK DISTRIBUTION

The first TUD should arrive in December along with the December CSD.  The next one will be in February and will be issued every 3 months after that.  The TUD is not stocked at DLA and will only be available through Automatic Initial Distribution, just like the NavPlan CSD.  The NSN for the TUD is 7644-01-514-2176.  The TUD will be distributed to all accounts that currently receive the CSD.  

TLM CADRG SYNCHRONIZATION PROCESS

NGA will continue to update TLM CADRG country or regional CD-ROMs just as before.  TLM synchronization via the TUD will be an ongoing process.  As CADRG frame files become available on new editions of DLA-stocked titles, those frames will be removed from the next TUD.  Any new CADRG frames files produced (but not yet available from DLA) will be added to the next TUD.  Therefore, each TUD will be a snapshot of TLM CADRG data at the time of TUD production.  CADRG data will either be available on a standard CADRG title stocked at DLA, or it will be on the TUD.  

The NGA Gateway will be updated on a more frequent basis.  So, check the NGA Gateway Data Navigator for even more up-to-date CADRG TLM data.   

TLM UPDATE DISK AND THE NAVPLAN CSD

Please do not confuse the TLM Update Disk (TUD) with the NavPlan CADRG Supplement Disk (CSD).  The two processes are entirely different.  The CSD updates NavPlan CADRG each month with new CADRG frames produced because of either new chart production or DCHUM edits.  All new NavPlan frames from the CSD are incorporated into an annual release of NavPlan CADRG editions (the Big Bang), and the cycle begins anew.  There will be no "Big Bang" for TLM CADRG.  New TLM CADRG editions will be produced when there is sufficient new CADRG data, or as required.  The TUD will only contain new CADRG frames that are not available from a DLA-stocked TLM CADRG title. 

TUD INDEX FILE

The TUD does contain an index file similar to the index file found on the CSD.  The TUD index file references each RPF frame to a TLM CADRG stock # and edition.  Using the index file, a user will be able to determine if they have the most current available CADRG data for any given frame.  The TUD index file is in the nitf directory at the root level.  At this time, the TUD index file can only be used manually.  Automated tools may be developed for using the TUD index file to determine TLM CADRG currency.
