FalconView 3.2 Procedures for KOREA25K1 CDs 
NGA has produced 1:25K TLM (Topographic Line Map) data for Korea and distributed it as a 2 CD set labeled KOREA25K1.   The readme.txt file included on the CDs indicates that FalconView 3.3 is needed to view this data.  FalconView 3.3 users will be able to view the data by simply inserting the CD like most other NGA products.  
FalconView 3.2 users can also view this data by following the procedures outlined below.  You will create a new directory structure, copy all the files from the NGA CDs to the new folder, remove the Read-Only attributes from the copied files, rename all the file extensions in the “2” folder, add a new Map Data Path in FalconView and then be able to select and view this new data.

1. Create Appropriate Map Directory Structure

a. Using Windows Explorer, create a new directory structure “C:\Korea25kTLM\rpf\mm25\2”.  The folders should be:
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2. Copy files from the CDs
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a. Insert the first CD and copy all files from the "\RPF\CTLM25\CT25Z02" folder on the 
CD to the new folder named "2” in the “C:\Korea25kTLM\rpf\mm25\2" structure you created in Step 1  
b. Repeat this for the second CD

3.  Remove Read-Only Properties Using Windows Explorer
a. Right mouse click on the “2” folder and select “Properties”.  
b. Check the “Read-Only” check box on the General tab and select the “Apply” button.
c. Select the “Apply changes to this folder only” and then select the “OK” button on the “Confirm Attribute Changes” dialog.
d. Uncheck the “Read-Only” check box on the General tab and select the “Apply” button.
e. Select the “Apply changes to this folder, subfolders and files” on the “Confirm Attribute Changes” dialog and then select the “OK” button.  
f. Select the “OK” button and the “2 Properties” dialog.
4.  Rename All New Files
a. Open a Command window (Start > Run..  then type "cmd" and select “OK”)
b. Change to drive location where maps are located.  In the Command window type “C:” and press <Enter>
c. Change to the directory where you copied all the files.  In the Command window type "cd C:\Korea25kTLM\rpf\mm25\2" and press <Enter>.  Note: The Command line will now display this new directory path (C:\Korea25kTLM\rpf\mm25\2)
d. Type "ren *.tt2 *.mm2" (be sure to put a space between ren and *.tt2 and between *.tt2 and *.mm2) then press <Enter>.  Note: Renaming will take a few minutes.  The renaming is complete when the Command window returns with a blinking cursor at the end of the C:\Korea25kTLM\rpf\mm25\2 line
e. Type "exit" and press <Enter> (the Command window will close)
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5.  Add a New Map Data Path in FalconView

a. Start FalconView

b. Open Map Data Manager (Ctrl + M), Path tab
c. Select the “Add” button on the Paths tab

d. Browse to and select the “Korea25kTLM” folder (“Map Data Found” should appear at the bottom of the Browse for Data dialog)

e. Select the “Add” button on the Browse for Data dialog (the C:\Korea25kTLM folder appears in the bottom window) 
f. Select the “OK” button on the Browse for Data dialog (FalconView will begin generating coverage and then display the red coverage tiles)

g. If the red tiles over Korea are not viewable over Korea go to Single tab and verify that “CADRG 1:25K (MM)” is selected
h. A Data Check is not necessary because that process occurs when a new map path is added (which you just did in step 5f)
In the event you upgrade to FalconView 3.3 or 3.3.1, remove the Korea25kTLM path from the Map Data Manager’s Paths tab and delete that folder using Windows Explorer.  You can now copy the Korea25k CDs again using the normal Map Data Manager procedures in FalconView 3.3/3.3.1.  
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
