Air Combat Command (ACC) Geospatial Information and Services (GI&S) support to ACC CONUS units is critical to successful mission accomplishment and we continue in our commitment to provide first-class support to operational units deploying worldwide.  As we transform our Air Force to an all-digital environment, ACC stands ready to provide the data necessary for mission planning, rehearsal and execution.  In Jun 02, the AF/XO approved the AF Geospatial Transformation Plan (GTP) directing this transformation.  Since that time, we have made great progress in fielding a digital capability and have deployed data servers to over 45 airbases worldwide.  It is no longer necessary to hand-carry hundreds of compact disks, digital videos, or tapes like we have had to in the past.  As we have executed this plan, the 480 Intelligence Group has led the way in providing this critical support.  They are capable of producing fire-wire drives (FWDs) with digital geospatial data to support units in preparation for deployment, ensuring safe arrival at deployment locations.  To this end, we have established a center of excellence within the 36th Intelligence Squadron that can collect and produce data and transfer the specific data on to FWDs required to support your unit’s mission.
